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[bookmark: _GoBack]Drama techniques taught in KS3 and KS4 are further developed through the KS5 curriculum. These techniques are the springboards to flourish in the world of theatre from the perspective of a performer, director and designer. Highly developed skills consist of leadership, communication, teamwork, literacy and confidence. These are transferable in all walks of life and will stand students in good stead for all university courses. 

The course allows students to absorb a range of genres including contemporary theatre, and explores challenging themes based on today’s society. Students will build awareness of explorative devices, performance devices and rehearsal techniques. Students will continue to build their ‘Tool Kit’ which is adaptable for script work and devising. Additionally, they will learn about the devising process through workshop and rehearsals. Students will study a range of stimuli and devise their own performance material working respectfully and collaboratively. 

In Year 12 and Year 13, students’ skills are shaped to achieve a higher standard of performance. The OCR course consists of both performance and written elements, including a written examination at the end of year 13 (A Level) 
NOTE: You must continue the course for the 2 years

There are two written exams, ‘Analysing Performance’ and ‘Deconstruction of Text’, which both allow students to explore set texts. The texts are as follows:

A Day in the Death of Joe Egg by Peter Nichols
Live Like Pigs by John Arden
Sweeney Todd: The Demon Barber of Fleet Street by Richard Barr

Students will learn about the social, historical, cultural and political elements of each play through the eyes of the director. They will hone their skills on theatrical elements, plot, characters and theatre terminology in preparation for the exam. Their ‘vision’ forms the basis of their written responses in both exams. The other element of the exam-based component is a Live theatre Evaluation.

Year 12
The systems of theatre practitioners are introduced into the component to provide a good understanding of an actor's preparation, rehearsal method and style.
Throughout Year 12 Drama you will learn a variety of new skills in the art of devised performance and scripted performance.
Pupils will be introduced to the works of performance practitioners, to provide a good understanding of an actor's preparation and rehearsal method.
Content:
- Stanislavski's System (Naturalism)
- Other recognised practitioners for both Naturalistic and Non-Naturalistic theatre
- Exploration of plays
- Devising drama
- Theatre Trips
- Monologues / Duologues
- Written course work
Note:  This is a two-year course

Year 13
Throughout Year 13 you will utilise the ‘Skills Tool Kit’ taught across Drama in year 12 in prepare for devised drama, scripted performances and the end of year written examination.

Example:
- Preparation for devised performance (original performance based on stimulus and two practitioners).
- A scripted published play
- Preparation for written examinations; Director's vision and Live review

Students do not need to have taken GCSE Drama to be accepted onto this course. We are aware some schools do not do GCSE Drama. 

Students must complete year 12 of the course to be able to continue onto year 13.  

All students then leave with an ‘A Level’ qualification in Drama & Theatre Studies.

 Note: Pupils will have to participate in both year 12 and 13 to gain an A-level qualification and we do not offer this course as an ‘AS Level.’
