✓ Include 3 tenses accurately (see links below for revision advice) 

✓ Use connectives (und, aber, oder, denn, weil, da, obwohl, jedoch, auch) 

✓ Give opinions (ich mag/ich liebe/er hasst/ich fand/ich werde es...finden) 

✓ Use complex opinion phrases (Meiner Meinung nach/ich denke/er glaubt, dass) 

✓ Use intensifiers (sehr, ziemlich, zu, nicht, wirklich)
