Revision for GCSE Spanish
You will sit four separate exams – speaking, listening, reading and writing. In your mock exams the content in your speaking and writing exams will only come from what you have studied in class. 
Your speaking mock exam will be on the w/c 25 November and your teacher will let you know the day, time and room. It will be slightly shorter than the actual GCSE speaking exam (less time on the general conversation), however it will still involve a role play task, a photo card task and a general conversation (where you answer questions from two of the three GCSE themes). You must ask the examiner a question during the general conversation. 
Revision for listening and reading: 
· Go over vocabulary lists using three highlighters – use one colour for words that you can recall in Spanish when tested in English (green), one colour for words you know from Spanish into English (amber) and one colour for words you do not know at all (red). 
· Use Quizlet to make your own lists or go over modules that you have studied (up to module 5). https://quizlet.com/join/j9uRhG632?i=1i3xgw&x=1bqt
· Practice on Active Learn.
· Practice translations from the target language into English – there are some practice exercises at the end of each module in the textbook as well as at the end of the textbook.
· Past papers – you are doing the AQA exams.
Revision for speaking and writing exams:
· Make sure that you can actively remember the verb endings for the tenses that your teacher has taught you so far. Make sure that you know the common irregular verbs e.g. tener, ser, estar…
· Watch the Señor Lamb walkthrough videos on YouTube for how to do different style tasks.
· Learn your speaking question answers – there are different techniques to do this. For example, write out the answer on a whiteboard, read through it and then delete some words and see if you can still recall the answer. Then, delete more words…!
· Prioritise learning speaking questions from Theme Two. 
· Practise translation into Spanish – there are practice exercises in your textbook.
· Use the extended writing practice sections at the end of each to develop your extended writing and look at the writing checklist of things to check. It is important that you have justified opinions in your writing tasks. 
· Foundation: write four sentences about a photograph, 40 word task, five sentences to translate into Spanish and 90 word task.
