· Explain the types of products Sainsbury’s sell (eg taste the difference etc / so organic etc - https://www.sainsburys.co.uk/
· What other brands do Sainsbury’s have in their stores i.e. nonfood products they sell?

· What sort of promotion do Sainsbury’s do?

· How ethical is Sainsbury’s? Provide detailed examples.

· How does Sainsbury’s help the local community?

· Include a brief description of Sainsbury’s competitors? What do they offer? How do they compete?
· Include any information on the supermarket industry e.g. market share figures, current trends.
· What are Sainsbury’s objectives?
