
 

FACULTY OF PHYSICAL EDUCATION & SPORT KIT LIST 
 
The following table outlines the PE kit requirements for Prince Henry’s Students. 
High standards of dress are expected of all students.  

 

Compulsory PE Kit for all years 

• PHGS navy unisex polo shirt or Feminine cut polo shirt 

• PHGS navy unisex shorts, PHGS skort or PHGS performance leggings 

• Navy PE or sports long sleeve ¼ zip top (no brand logos (eg nike), hood or 
fleece permitted)- we offer a PHGS branded navy long sleeve ¼ zip top which 
is optional, but recommended due to quality and price. 

• Plain long navy games socks 

• Plain white ankle socks 

• Clean sports trainers 

• Plastic/rubber full studded boot for all students (required for use on the 3G pitch, 
see here and below.)  

• Swim shorts (not below the knee) or swimming costume (where needed in KS4) 

• Goggles and a towel for swimming (where needed in KS4) 

• ALL long hair must be tied back, and all jewellery removed for lessons. 
 

Optional PE Kit for all years 

• PHGS Navy long sleeve ¼ zip top 

• PHGS Navy showerproof training top - recommended for rugby training 

• Plain navy skins/thermal top 

• Plain navy tracksuit bottoms 

• Gum shields and shin pads (strongly recommended for some activities) 

• Sporting hijabs should be worn (where appropriate) and/or tucked in under 
compulsory kit. 

• Sports bras are recommended. 

 
PE kit is available direct from our online supplier (Price and Buckland) OR from JR 
Sports, a local shop in Otley. 

Extra-Curricular Kit 

• Students should wear their PE kit for extra-curricular clubs or specific extra-
curricular kit which can be purchased in addition. Details will be sent out separately. 
 

 

• It is compulsory for students to wear appropriate PE kit even when excused from 
physical activities so they can coach and assist in the lesson (unless this isn’t possible 
e.g. due to a cast). If students forget their PE kit, they will be required to borrow spare 
kit. 

• If participation in practical PE is not possible for any reason, then a dated note from a 
parent/carer should be written in the planner outlining the issue. If non-participation is 
longer-term (more than two lessons) then a doctor’s note will be required.
